
Greene County Baptist Boys’ Camp 2021 
 
Dear Church Registration Person: 
 
Thank you so much for your help registering campers and staff members for Greene County Baptist Boys’ Camp.  This 
year’s camp dates are July 26 through 30.  The registration deadline is 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, June 10.  Everything 
must be at the Association Office by that time.  Please make sure that the registration/health forms are completely filled 
out and that medical insurance information is provided.  We cannot accept forms with incomplete information.   
 
The camp fees are $110 for campers and $85 for Cabin Leaders, Assistant Cabin Leaders, and Staff.  (Note:  The camper 
registration fee will increase to $120 for those who register after the June 10 deadline.)  Please note the camp 
cancellation/refund policy which is printed on the camper registration/health form. 
 
If you are sending a church check for registration fees, please send separate checks for each camp (Boys’, Girls’, or 
Youth). 
 
If possible, please send a cabin leader and assistant cabin leader from your church for your campers.  This is being 
requested in an effort to lessen the spread of Covid-19.  (However, do not let this stop your church from sending 
campers.)  Assistant Cabin Leaders who have not served previously MUST have a letter of reference from their Pastor or 
Youth Pastor accompany their registration/health form. 
 
Additionally, we will have a closed campus this year in an effort to lessen the spread of Covid-19.  We ask that people 
refrain from visiting during the week.   
 
We did not mail packets to the churches this year.  All forms are available online along with the links to register.  Go to 
www.gbaptist.org, click on the Camp page, select Boys’ Camp, and follow the links to register or to find the camp forms.

Office with the completed registration and health forms - Your driver/chaperone will need a copy of this at camper 
check in and at camp dismissal), camp poster, and driver/chaperone instructions with directions to Baptist Hill (two-
sided document) 
 
Campers will need:  Camper registration/health form plus an information/what to bring sheet and 
driver/chaperone instructions 
 
Staff/Cabin Leaders/Assistant Cabin Leaders/Pre-Campers will need:  Staff registration/health form, 
information/what to bring sheet, and background check form for those 18 and over who have not served previously at 
Boys’ Camp or those who have not had a background check done by the Greene County Baptist Association within the 
last three years
